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B. Consideration of Personnel Matter pursuant to Government Code Section
54957(b): (2 matters).

With respect to Agenda Item 17.A., there was only one matter considered and with
respect to that matter, there was reportable action in that the Board (6-0) authorized the
retention of Michael Colantuono of Colantuono Highsmith Whatley, PC to provide special
counsel services with respect to District funding issues for fire service in the City of Parlier.
